Arrest is made and a report is 

taken.  

 

Officer determined a crime has 

been committed but 

circumstances do not allow for 

an arrest without a warrant.  

 

Report is taken. 

 

 

Suspect is arrested. Detective is assigned. 

Magistrate judge signs a 

warrant. 

The police department files the case with the  

District Attorney’s Office.
