Abstract: Frank Barrett Davis, 2013

This interview focuses on the legal career of Frank Barrett Davis.  He chose law when he 
discovered he could not make enough money being a teacher and a coach.  He worked in
the District Attorney’s office and tried one case against Percy Foreman.
