Abstract: Lauraine Ognoskie

Lauraine was born June 24, 1930. In May, 1974 she went to work for the Fort Bend
County Sheriff’s Office as a clerical clerk at the jail typing reports, affidavits, warrants
and jury notices. She also escorted female prisoners to a mental health facility in Austin
or other locations when necessary.

As a wife and mother, she and her husband Albert Lee owned a farm raising various
crops and cattle. After his death in 2005, she eventually sold the cattle and gave her
farm to her children.
